E5 Model 
Last week I made mention of the 
Department of Education and Early 
Childhood Development new model of 
teacher practice called the E5 Instructional 
Model. 
This model describes what good teaching 
and learning should look like.  It uses the 
five elements of engage, explore, explain, 
elaborate and evaluate. 
Each week I will describe each one of 
these elements in more detail. 



 

 

This week we are looking at “explore” .  
In this element the teacher presents 
challenging tasks to support students to 
generate and investigate questions, 
gather relevant information and develop 
ideas.  They provide tools and 
procedures for students to organise 
information and ideas.  The teacher 
identifies students’  conceptions and 
challenges misconceptions.  They assist 
students to expand their perspectives and 
reflect on their learning.   
As parents you can assist us by asking 
your child about the school day –  

·  What did you learn today?  
·  What made it easy?   
·  What made it hard?   
·  What do you need to learn next?  
·  What did it make you think 

about? 
 
Helping children learn to cope 
Parents and carers are usually the first 
people children look to for support and 
reassurance when they are scared or 
worried.  Providing reassurance such as 
hugs and encouragement helps to restore 
children’s sense of safety and 
confidence.  Giving children a sense of 
safety includes limiting their exposure to 
frightening situations, such as violence – 
whether real or on TV.  Parents and 
carers can also play a leading role in 
helping children learn skills for 
managing their fears. 
Things to take into account: 

·  It takes time and effort for 
children to learn new coping 
skills. 

·  Younger children usually learn 
best when you do it with them. 

·  Though older children may be 
able to use coping skills 
independently, they still need 
your support when scared. 

·  All children feel more secure and 
confident when they have regular 
quality time with parents and 
carers. 

·  Bedtime is often when children’s 
fears surface.  Try to ensure that 
children have calming time before 
bed to unwind.  A regular bedtime 
routine or ritual helps children feel 
a sense of safety and security.

Some tips from Nat Oska on TV, 
Computers, Xbox and DS Games                   

·  Explain ground rules: use of time, 
suitable programs and  games with 
consequences if rules are broken 

·  Homework and reading done before 
television and computer games 

·  Be prepared to compromise 
occasionally to reward positive 
behaviour 

·  Decide how many hours per week is 
suitable – suggestion of one hour / 
per day maximum school night, 
more on weekend 

·  Discuss TV shows & computer games 
that you (as parent) decide are 
suitable / unsuitable 

·  TVs and  computers should not be in 
child’s room but in common, 
accessible area 

·  Improper use (inappropriate 
programs/games, using TV/games 
after hours)  results in consequences 
(ban for 24hours) after discussion 
about proper and expected use 

·  Each child has allotted time to choose 
and  use games/ programs decided 
with parent advice 

·  If children stick to the rules, praise 
their efforts and reward for continuing 
with some extra time on weekends 

·  Encourage children to participate in 
physical activity outdoors e.g. going 
for a walk, kicking a ball, basketball, 
run around the footy ground etc 

·  Have TV turned off during meal times  
·  Turn off TV for important discussions  
·  Consequences should be fair and 

reasonable, free of abuse of any kind
